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We offer a broad and diverse curriculum across the key
stages that caters for all. Our Key Stage Three curriculum
forms the building blocks to GCSE study. Its objective is to
build confidence and give students the opportunity to
experience a wide variety of subject areas.

Students select those subjects they wish to specialise in at
GCSE at the end of Key Stage Three. We are proud of the
breadth of our curriculum offer and the range of high
quality courses we have help to develop and nurture
whatever interests a student may have.

Our curriculum provision extends to Key Stage Five.

Our students are encouraged to continue their education
at the highly successful West Coventry Sixth Form.
